ART: Art is the product of creative human activity in which materials are shaped to convey an idea. Visual arts include Drawing, painting, sculpture, architecture, Ceramics, photography, crafts.

HISTORY: History is the totality of all known past events. Historians collect and record facts of the human past from arts and crafts, architecture, witnesses, records, literature and discover new facts.

ART HISTORY: Art history is the study of works of art in the life of people, customs, traditions and culture. Art historians study the materials, techniques, subject matter, and purposes of art. Art historians answer fundamental questions about art objects: Who made the work? When was it made? How was it made? What was its purpose? What did it mean?
Early Agricultural Tools: About 2.5 million years ago, early humans in Africa made the first tools of stone at Oldowan, Olduvai Gorge in Tanzania, unearthed by archaeologists. Humans began farming 12,000 years ago. The control of their food supply freed people from a nomadic lifestyle and towns and cities began to develop. Early farming tools include axe used for clearing, flint sickles for harvesting cereal crops,  flat rock and rounded stone for grinding flour and perforated clay slabs used to ventilate bread ovens.

CRAFTS: Handcrafts or Handicrafts: Craft is the skill of making functional or decorative objects, generally by hand and tools. The term crafts also refer to the objects made: baskets, cloth, masks, tools, beads, leather works, tie-dye, batik, pots, and decorative arts.

FOLK ART: Folk Art is artifacts created by artists and artisans who have no formal academic training in the arts, like carvings, paintings, needlework, decorated utensils and other artifacts.

WEAVING: Cloth Weaving is a method of creating fabric by interlacing two sets of yarn threads called the warp and the weft. The warp threads form the base for the weaving; they are arranged parallel to one another and held in tension on a loom. The weft is a single thread that is passed over and under the warp threads in a systematic way to create a solid or patterned piece of cloth.

BASKETRY: Basketry is the craft of making baskets and bags, mats, rugs, and other items through weaving, plaiting, and coiling techniques. Traditional basketry materials include reed, cane, rush, sisal fiber, and ash-wood splints. Equipment include knife, scissors, pliers and a sturdy needle.

CARVING: Carving is a process in which the artist subtracts, or cuts away, material until the desired form is reached. The material is usually hard wood, stone, ivory and bone.

SMITHING: Smithing, blacksmithing or Hand forging, is the shaping metal into form. Smithing was the first method of working with metal. The metal to be forged is first heated to red heat in the fire of a forge, and then is beaten into shape on a metal anvil with sledges or hammers. The forge consists of an open hearth, made of some durable, refractory substance such as firebrick, which is provided with a number of air openings, or tuyeres, through which air is forced by a bellows or blower fan. Charcoal, coke, and coal are used as fuels in the forge.

BEAD MAKING: Beads are small-perforated spherical objects, strung into necklaces, bracelets or attached to clothing or furnishings. Beads are made of seeds, wood, ivory, shell, pearl, gemstones, bone, metals, ceramics, and plastics. Bead is used as amulets or charms, decoration or exchange.

LEATHER CRAFT is the fashioning of decorative and useful objects from leather, using cutting, shaping, and joining techniques. Leather objects can be constructed with simple tools; a utility knife, leather shears, punches for carving thick leather, a thonging chisel, and a lacing needle.

TIE-DYE: Tie-dye is the craft of dyeing designs on cloth by tightly tying portions of it with waxed thread so that the dye only affects the exposed areas when dipped in dye.

BATIK: Batik (wax painting) is both the technique of textile design by resist dyeing and the resulting fabric. Designs are painted on both sides of a cloth in melted wax, The cloth is then dipped in dye, which is absorbed by the uncovered areas but resisted by the waxed areas; the result is a light pattern on a dark ground. The wax is removed (by boiling or dissolving), the process may be repeated with other colored dyes to achieve richness of design and of color. African peoples used traditional, geometric or floral motifs, symbols of religion or social status, in blue and brown tones.

CALABASH [gourd] DECORATION 

The dried calabash gourd is decorated by using cutting, scraping, scorching, shaping, and painting techniques with geometric or floral motifs, symbols of religion or social status. The calabash gourd is cultivated for its hard-walled fruit, which is used for decorative purposes and as a container for liquids. The calabash gourd is harvested and its contents are removed. It is dried before decoration.

POTTERY
Pottery is the shaping of clay into pots and objects, using coiling and slab techniques. 
Coil Technique: rolling long strips of clay into coils, and stacking to form the pot. 
Slab Technique: form pots by joining flat slabs of clay. 

Mold Technique: Stacking the coils of clay around a mold to shape a pot. Place flat slabs around a mold to shape a pot. The pottery is formed by hand and then is baked in outdoor kilns. Most pottery is used for storing and serving liquids and other foods, although some are made for ritual use. Among some peoples in Nigeria, for example, women make pots that are for household use, while men make pots used in rituals.

WALL DECORATION

Wall decoration is the making design on walls or ceilings for aesthetic or didactic purposes, with the techniques of bas-relief, mural painting and mosaic. Bas-relief is a flat sculpture in which the design projects slightly from a flat background, but without any part being totally detached from the background. Traditional houses of the Hausa people of northwestern Nigeria and southwestern Niger are typically built of mud. These houses are decorated with bas-relief geometrical designs.

MURAL PAINTING: Mural Painting is decoration of walls or ceilings for aesthetic or didactic purposes, executed with several techniques. Africans decorate houses with colorful, geometric designs. Most often used to decorate public buildings, mural paintings tend to be of large scale and to portray religious, historic, or patriotic themes significant to the public. Closely allied to architectural and decorative schemes, mural art often emphasizes or enhances interior design, or can transform it, giving the illusion of different spatial dimensions.

BODY ADORNMENT:  Body adornment is decoration of the body for ornamental and spiritual purposes. Hair was styled and decorated in a variety of ways. Women wove colorful seeds into their hair. Men plucked their facial hair to create a goatee-style beard. Hair was coated with red ochre. The bodies of both men and women were enhanced with scarification (cutting the skin to produce decorative scars), on the chest, arms, and back. On ceremonial occasions, men and women painted their faces and bodies with geometrical designs of spiritual significance.

FUNCTIONS OF CRAFTS 

African art generally serves a function. The art may satisfy an everyday household need, adorn the body, or fulfill a social or religious role. These objects of use also have artistic value because skilled artisans have designed and created them with a strong concern for visual beauty and symbolic meaning. Art objects that serve basic household needs include baskets, water vessels, eating utensils, carved headrests, and stools. Ritual objects include masks used in ceremonies and statues that commemorate and guard the remains of important ancestors. Personal adornment may take the form of decorative body scars, jewelry, or staffs and other objects that identify a person’s social status. African art objects rarely serve only one purpose. A piece of jewelry, for example, may adorn the body, indicate prestige, and at the same time be the focal point of a ritual that protects the wearer from negative forces.

Cultural festivals are celebrations of cultural events with religious or historical significance through ritual performances held at regular intervals. Africans perform ritual ceremonies for seasons-thanks giving festivals (supplication), commemoration-conferment festivals (historical), rites of passage (transition: funerals or the initiation of young people into adulthood). Each mask takes the form of an animal, and represents a spirit that is thought to inhabit the surrounding forests, rivers, and towns. A performer dances to drums while wearing a mask and a costume made of raffia. The mask dance honors the spirits, and thereby helps enlist the spirits' help in protecting the village against evil forces to assure the prosperity and security of the people.

ORIGIN OF CULTURAL FESTIVALS

Cultural festivals originated from the belief in the supernatural existence of God who must be appeased through rituals to honors the spirits, and thereby helps enlist the spirits' help in protecting the village against evil forces.

PURPOSE OF LOCAL ARTS FESTIVALS

Annual festival rituals are meant to exert control over the uncertainties of life by harnessing positive forces from God and ancestors to assure the prosperity and security of the people.

Rite of Passage: Girls undergoing a rite of passage signal the end of childhood. African women believe that bearing children legitimizes their existence. Infertile or childless women can be objects of pity and are sometimes blamed for illness or death in a village.

PRACTICE OF LOCAL ART FESTIVALS AND SIGNIFICANCE OF ARTISTIC OBJECTS USED 

Traditional Nigerian festivals combine aesthetics of dance, music, visual arts (masks and costume), incantations and dialogue, for festival performances. Each mask takes the form of an animal, and represents a spirit that is thought to inhabit the surrounding forests, rivers, and towns.

The performance of rituals call for special objects, including masks, headdresses, and statues. Each mask takes the form of an animal, and represents a spirit that is thought to inhabit the surrounding forests, rivers, and towns. Many ritual objects are believed to house powerful spirits or to provide a means of communication with such spirits. Dance masks were believed to give the wearer supernatural powers. Orisha Oko; a Yoruba orisha, or deity, associated with farming, is a woman with many children which symbolizes the fertility of women and the land.

TYPES OF FESTIVALS: Africans perform ritual cultural festivals for thanks giving, historical commemoration and rites of passage 
HARVEST FESTIVAL (thanks giving): The people use harvest festivals to give thanks to the earth oracle and source of all fertility. Activities include decorating, cooking and drinking of palm-wine, body painting and head shaving and wrestling.

COMMEMORATION FESTIVALS (historical): Ancestral spirit masquerades perform ritual celebration of cultural and historical events, like the Yoruba Egungun (ancestral spirit) masquerades.
RITES OF PASSAGE (transition ritual): Africans perform rituals for birth and funerals, or the initiation of young people from childhood into adolescence, adulthood, marriage and leadership. At every stage of life, prescribed religious or cultural rituals are performed to celebrate the transition.

ART IN LOCAL AND NEIGHBOURING CULTURES: 

Nigeria has hundreds of cultures that have their own languages, religious beliefs, political systems, and ways of doing things. Each culture produces its own distinctive art and architecture, with variations in materials, intentions, and results. Whereas some cultures excel in carving wood, others are known for casting objects in metal or leather works. In one culture, a decorated pot might be used for cooling water, while in another culture a similar pot is used in ritual ceremonies. The major types of art produced in Nigeria are masks, statues, furniture, textiles, pottery, baskets, beadwork, and metalwork. Masks and statues are created by men and they depict human or animal forms. Where two-dimensional art exists, as in textile design or painted decoration on houses, it is generally produced by women.
