TECHNIQUES OF DRAWING: Do not draw everything in an object or a scene. Observe and decide what to draw or omit. Draw only vital outlines of an object or scene. Drawing is a summary in art. 
Effective drawings are made on tinted paper, gray-pale blue, highlights are shown with white paint; the darker tones are shown with pencil, and tone of the paper represent the intermediate values. Colour value is the gradual change of color from light to dark tones used for 3-dimensional effects.

	 Perspective represents the actual 3 dimensional aspect of an object from a given point of view on a 2-dimensional surface. Types of perspective: linear, angular, aerial (colour), parallel. Perspective rules - terms: Foreground; Picture plane; Eye level; Dept. Vanishing point; Fore shortening; Optical illusion; 
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PERSPECTIVE:

Linear perspective shows that far objects are smaller and less clear than near objects. Angular perspective shows the object with all the angular distortion and foreshortening that it exhibits to the eye at the given point of view. Aerial (colour) perspective shows the change of distant colours to grey tones and tints. Parallel perspective: shows the horizon line as the horizontal “eye-level” line that divides the scene in the distance; and the vanishing point is located on the horizon line where the parallel lines in the scene appear to converge.

WATERCOLOR PAINTING: Watercolor, in art, a type of painting that employs colored pigments dissolved in water. Watercolor painting has transparency. The surface of the paper is visible through the thin watercolor pigments.

OIL PAINTING: Oil Painting is the art of applying oil-based colors to a surface to create a picture or other design. Oil Paint is easier to work with and permits a greater variety of effects. Oil paint dries slowly. Tones are easy to match, blend, or grade, and corrections are easy to make. The painter may apply brushstrokes in washes or impasto (thick application of pigment). The painter can freely improvise with color and chiaroscuro (shading).

ENAMEL PAINTING: involve glaze substance fused by heat to objects of metal, ceramic, or glass. Enamel fused to ceramic or glass is called glaze used on jewelry, vases, bathtubs and kitchenware.

TEMPERA PAINTING: Application of powdered paint mixed with egg yolk to linen on wood panel.

GRISAILLE: Grisaille is a technique of monochromatic painting in which only gray tones are used. Grisaille has also been used effectively in fresco and in stained glass.

ACRYLIC PAINTING: Acrylic painting is painting with synthetic emulsions paint. Acrylic paint dries quickly without changing color.

COLLAGE AND PHOTOMONTAGE: Collage is a picture made entirely or in part of photographs, fabric, newspaper clippings, and found objects and materials, which are pasted or glued to the picture surface. In the purely formal approach artistic values dominate, and the placement of the parts, overlappings, contours, shapes, intervals, and colors are of primary concern. In the illustrative approach, imagery and content take precedence. The photomontage is made of photographic images from magazines or books—
